Harrisburg/Hershey. PA-581 E/Harrisburg Expy becomes I-83 N. 
Merge onto I-283 via exit 46A toward Airport/Lancaster/PA Turn-
pike. Take the PA-441 exit 2 toward Swatara. Turn left onto Lindle 
Rd/PA-441. Turn right at intersection of Lindle and Keckler. En-
trance is first driveway on the right.  
 

From Carlisle – Travel I-81 N to Harrisburg. Merge onto I-83 S via 
exit 70 toward Hershey/York/PA Turnpike. Merge onto I-283 via 
exit 46A on the left toward Airport/PA Turnpike. Take the PA-441 
exit 2 toward Swatara. Turn left onto Lindle Rd/PA441. Turn right 
at intersection of Lindle and Keckler. Entrance is first driveway on 
the right.  
 

From York – Travel I-83 N to Harrisburg. Merge onto I-283 via exit 
46A toward Airport/Lancaster/PA Turnpike. Take the PA-441 exit 2 
toward Swatara. Turn left onto Lindle Rd/PA-441. Turn right at 
intersection of Lindle and Keckler. Entrance is first driveway on the 
right.
